Environmental management Do daily disinfec-
tion of classrooms, office areas, student dor-
mitories and other places and keep records,
take body temperature checks every morn
ing and afternoon before class, keep track of the health
of students who are sick, and report the situation in time.

Day studeat management Check the students’
health codes and itinerary codes every week, and
comprehensively monitor the student’s itinerary
to prevent the spread of the epidemic to the
campus. The school imposes a curfew, and it is
forbidden to leave the school after 7 o'clock in the
evening. Students must have a green health code,
a safe itinerary code, and pass the face recognition
system to enter the school. To strengthen the joint
management and control of students by the family
and the school, the parents of day students must sign
the "Parent Consent Form of Telfort Day Students".

Anti-epidemic propaganda Frequently publish
safety knowledge about epidemic prevention on
Telfort's official website and WeChat public account,
and arouse students' awareness of self-protection
through these articles. For student activities during
the campus-closed period, gathering group activities
will be cancelled, and online competitive activities
such as COVID-19 prevention Q&A, anti-epidemic
poster design, commercial advertising campaign
planning, English vocabulary learning, English
speech presentation competition, etc. will be added.

Under the current situation, epidemic prevention and
control is still the top priority. Telfort will do its best
to ensure the safety of teachers and students and nor-
mal teaching activities of the school, and strive to
create a healthy, safe and good learning and working
environment.
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Telfort Graduate Sharing Session
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On November 5Sth, Tianwei Han, graduate of Tel-
fort, was invited to give a sharing session on career
planning. After the sharing session, Ms. Jingshi
Wu from the Overseas Study Affairs Department
of Telfort Education Group gave the students a
guide in regard to studying abroad.

Tianwei Han was an outstanding graduate of Tel-
fort in 2013. He studied Finance and Investment
Management at Northumbria University in the UK
through International Business Program. After ob-
taining a bachelor’s degree, he continued to study
in MSc Risk Management at Royal Holloway,
University of London, and returned to China after
graduation in 2016. He joined the World’s Top 500
Companies -- Citibank as a VIP wealth manager.
He has now settled in Shanghai.
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He encouraged the younger students to make ca-
reer plans as early as possible, so that their studies
can become more purposeful, and they can com-
plete and achieve their career goals step by step.
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In the lecture, Ms. Jingshi Wu gave analysis and
guidance on the ways, processes, and misunder-
standings of students studying abroad.
