What ir your original intention to participate in the anti-epidemic volunteers? How to join the volunteer

team?
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Participating in the anti-epidemic volunteer work is based on the following three considerations: On the one hand, the
current epidemic sifuation is severe, and I have many years” experience in the education industry. so I really want to
make a contribution to the anti-epidemic. Even if the strength of an individual is negligible, as long as there are enough
volunteers involved, the current situation of urgent manpower shortage and difficulty in controlling the epidemic will

be greatly improved. On the other hand. the place where I live is very close to the medium-risk area.
The volunteers in our community agree with me, that is, we want to protect our families, protect our
home, and prevent the spread of the epidemic by ourselves. Last but not least. I have a child in primary
school, and I want to set a good example for her. so that she can understand the meaning of serving the
society. dedicate love. and the concept of solidanity.

About the registration method of “Big White” volunteers: I am a registered member of the Volunteer As-
sociation, so I can see the recruitment information on the official website. including “Big White™ recruit-
ment information. If you are local in Shanghai, you can sign up for volunteer work through the WeChat
applet “Shanghai Voluateer”. Through this small program. you can easily check the volunteer registra-
tion information of your own community. After joining the volunteer WeChat group, you can receive
tasks and accept task assignments in the group. Each street will arrange some volunteers recruited from
the street to the community, and the volunteers recruited from the community will work collaboratively.

The outbreak of the epidemic in Shanghai was ina sud-
den, and there was a large shortage of staff in a short
period of time. Therefore, our volunteer group received
this task and gathered at the district epidemic prevention
center at 11:00 p.m_ in the middle of the night to have
some fraining. The training content is generally about
self-protection and emergency response. For example,
when wearing protective clothing. first wear a mask,
then clothes and shoe covers, then wear a face screen,
and finally put on gloves after hand disinfection, and the
gloves will seal the cuffs of the protective clothing. When
taking off the protective clothing, the gloves are taken off
last, so that the defense coefficient is the highest. There
are also some basic work introductions and guidance.

After you formally participate in volunteer work,
what is the specific work content? Please share
your work experience with examples.
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Daily work of the volunteers



In the past few days, our task is the nucleic acid general
testing task assigned by the street. Roughly a group
has 10 people, working in tums. The 30 volunteers
were divided into three groups, mainly responsible
for delivering supplies to the risk control community,
maintaining order at the nucleic acid testing site in
the community, screening, calling numbers, sweeping
buildings. and so on.

My expenence is that "Big White" volunteers are
very hard working, and they have to undertake both
physical and mental burdens. In the first few days, tens
of thousands of people were screened every day. and at
most, more than 12,000 people a day. Our volunteers
did not take off our protective clothing for 12 hours,
and we did not eat or drink_ It was very difficult. I only
wore a t-shirt and yoga pants in my hazmat suit. When
I finished my work, my clothes were soaked with sweat,
even my shoes were full of sweat. It was unimaginable
to work for such a long time. but the protective clothing
is special. Once the mask is taken off, the protective
clothing will be scrapped. The protective clothing
distributed to volunteers in each community is limited,
so we should try to wear a set of protective clothing for
as long as possible.

In addition, in the days when the workload of the vol-
unteers was heavy, the work rhythm was indeed like a
marching war. Every second counted, and there was no
time to rest. Even at night, we may fall asleep in the
open air downstairs with close contact personnel. With-
in a weekend, all residents must complete two nucleic
acid tests within 48 hours before the commmnity can
be unblocked. When our volunteers came to call the
doot, some residents did not understand us. let alone
cooperate with us. The big whites must maintain the
long queues near the inspection points to prevent queune
cuts and riots, and sometimes their voices are hoarse.

From this point of view, the so-called prospenity and adversity in daily lhife are not absolute opposites, it depends on what
perspective we use 1o loek at it A recent survey on online study shows that afler a period time outstanding students can
quickly adapt to the new learning mode, and change their leaming strategies and behavioral habits 1o optimize their learn-
ing effects. According to teachers’ feedback, duning the online ¢lass, most students expenenced significant changes in the
following arcas:

1. Students have improved thewr abilities in time management so that the number of late students has decereased sigmilicantly.
2, The rate of homework submission and correctness has increased. Some students use image processing lechnology (o
beautify the pictures involved in the homework. and some use computer input instead of handwriting, which improves the
aesthetics and recognizability of the homework.

3. The frequency ol interaction between students and teachers has increased. Without the real sense of face-to-lace com-
munication, teachers and students are unconsciously raising the frequency of taking to maintain a sense of connection; some
students like to ask questions during or after class if they are wormned about nussing the details.

4. Students’ responsiveness o online messages increases. Dunng the online class, all courseware, homewaork, auxiliary
learning malerizls and learning resources are released by teachers via WeChat class group, Baidu network disk, Tencent
conference recording, ete. Therefore., students need to always pay attention to and download them in time.

In today’s society. online courses are widely used in
colleges providing easy access to course materials,
classroom discussions, and feedback to instructors.

The multi-course joint assessment
project breaks through the previous split single-course teaching mode, encourages students to think and analyze
problems from a global perspective, greatly improves students’ learning initiative, and throws a stone for directions
for Telfort’s further teaching reform.

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During the holidays, I will take a walk in
the campus park and enjoy the lake view;
I will also visit the nearby commercial
center; I will also join the drag party of
the art students.

On the other hand, now I have a bet-
ter understanding of the multicultur-
alism of different countries. The UK
is a very gentle and tolerant country.
You can see people of different skin
tones and dress styles in school eve-
ry day, and some of them look flam-
boyant. They came from all over the
world, but they came together for the
same purpose - to learn more knowl-
edge.

After going abroad, I realized that it
is not the same as I imagined before.
There are some places that are not as
convenient as in domestic, such as
express delivery, takeaway, mobile
payment. online shopping, transpor-
tation and so on. For students who
are about to go abroad, I would like
to remind you as follows: I hope you
will take adequate epidemic preven-
tion measures, bravely face various
difficulties, pay attention to self-
protection, and be persistent on your
study.
